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Program Description: This certificate is designed to provide students with the basic knowledge, skills and
abilities to meet minimum requirements for employment as an entry-level avionics’ technician in aerospace-
related technologies. This program is intended as a supplement for Aviation Maintenance Technicians.

Prerequisites: Many classes have prerequisites. Prerequisites are those classes that prove eligibility for entry-
level classes by testing or by having satisfied prior course work. Course work earned at other institutions must
be unofficially evaluated or approved by a program advisor before registering. Courses in this degree with
prerequisites are marked with an asterisk (*).
