Completion of this degree
opens doors to a variety of careers in sectors including non-profit, healthcare, international business, government, entertainment, legal and
education. It also allows you to transfer at the junior level into a Linguistics/World Languages program at a four-year college or university.

Students in this pathway develop skills in verbal communication; analysis and research; multicultural awareness; basic computer skills such
as typing and using a computer in different languages, Excel, Word, and PowerPoint; group communication and collaboration; interpersonal

communication; and language acquisition.
