Guidelines for NSC Transfer Students

While at the community college, you are strongly encouraged to:

e Complete math through precalculus. A first quarter calculus course and statistics course are recommended. If
your transfer major requires additional math, complete as many math courses as possible before transferring.

e Complete the one-year general chemistry sequence.

e Complete at least one additional science sequence, preferably two (organic chemistry, biology, or physics
depending on your choice of major and availability).

e |[f you take all of your science requirements at a two-year college, you will need to take upper division science
courses at the university. Medical schools need to evaluate your performance in science courses at both the
four-year institution and the two-year college.

e Pre-medicine is not an undergraduate major but rather a suggested program of study that prepares you to apply
to medical school after you receive your bachelor’s degree.

e You are not expected to complete all of the prerequisites before you transfer to the university. Your choice of
major does not affect your chances of admission to a professional program, as long as you are fulfilling
appropriate prerequisites. Choose a major you enjoy and one in which you will perform well.
