‭government policies around‬
‭immigration enforcement, vilification of‬
‭DEI, and threats to reproductive and‬
‭LGBTQ+ rights challenge the democratic‬
‭ideals and protections of this country.‬
‭There has also been an emphasis on‬
‭controlling media narratives and‬
‭reducing the availability of counter‬
‭information by politicians and lobbyists.‬
‭In this pivotal moment, it is essential to‬
‭learn how to deconstruct political‬
‭discourse and engage in democracy as‬
‭informed citizens. In this 10-credit‬
‭Integrated Studies class, we will‬
‭critically examine how media forms like‬
‭news, advertising, social media, and TV‬
‭construct messages about marginalized‬
‭populations, as well as to consider how‬
‭media outlets exert influence on politics‬
‭and knowledge production.‬
‭Additionally, we will consider how‬
‭media shapes and influences cultural‬
‭production, social response, and‬
‭activism.‬
